• Make sure that everybody who works with the DDM4 - 230 gets properly
instructed to the machine and its instructions prior to use.

• Assess the work area and employ measures to minimise any risks to you or other persons.

• Make sure all core drills & accessories are fitted correctly as per manufacturers
instructions.

• When drilling downward, make sure the core can drop safely without injuring
someone underneath

• When wet drilling use a water cooling device and water collection system. Never
perform upward or overhead drilling without the use of a water collection device.

Switch off the machine
immediately if there is any leak of water.

• Only use clean tap water for cooling purposes

• Prevent water from entering the motor. Make sure the RCD is not in contact with
water

• Always use core bits designed for wet drilling

• Always be aware that if the core bit jams the drill may rotate before the clutch
engages.

• Never drill from a position where you are not in full control of the DDM4 - 230.
Make sure to stand on a stable surface.

• If drilling above chest height, work platforms should be used.

• Never drill from a ladder.

• Always ensure you are working safely and within current legislation and
regulations.

• Try to avoid continuous operation and consider a break once in a while. Stop
working immediately if you notice a tingle in your hands.

DDM4-230 Drilling Accessories

Your DDM4 – 230 machine is supplied so it can be used with Marcrist diamond cores &
drilling accessories. It has been designed for wet diamond drilling mounted on a drill
stand into masonry materials such as brick, breeze block, engineering brick, stone,
concrete, & reinforced concrete with wet diamond core bits & a water supply.

Make sure it is mounted safely on a drill stand. The machine should not be used for
hand held applications.

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Electrical safety

The electric motor has been designed for one voltage only. Always check that the power
supply corresponds to the voltage on the nameplate.

Do not change the plug unless you are duly authorised to do so!
Take the DDM4 - 230 to your nearest Marcrist Distributor.

In-line protector RCD

The DDM4 – 230 features a residual current device that cuts off the unit within 15
milliseconds in the event that there is a difference (>10 mA) between the currents flowing in
and out of the unit. The user is therefore protected should any water come into contact with
any of the electronic components.

Never use the tool without the RCD provided with the tool. Always test
the correct operation of the RCD before starting work (see below).

To test the RCD unit is working correctly, proceed as follows:

1. Plug in machine into the appropriate power supply (6)

2. Depress the reset button on RCD (4) (Red light indicator is illuminated)

3. Switch on the machine by depressing start button (2).

4. Depress the test button on RCD (4)

5. The switch must break the circuit (red light indicator goes off and machine
switches off)

6. RCD is working correctly

If in the test mode the switch does not break the circuit DO NOT USE.
Take the DDM4 - 230 to your nearest Marcrist Distributor to arrange inspection & repair

It is not permitted to make any modifications to the machine, in particular it is not
allowed to open the RCD or to repair or to replace the cable. If it is need of
inspection or repair take to your nearest Marcrist distributor

Connection to the power supply
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Never use the RCD as a main switch. Always switch the RCD on under no load condition.

If an extension cable is to be used always ensure it is of an approved type for the
application and the cable is of a minimum rating for the machine. Always operate
extension cord with the cable reel fully unwound.

Use in ambient conditions

It is not recommended to use your DDM4 machine in conditions that are extreme hot or
extreme cold. Do not use the machine in wet conditions.
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Prior to assembly or adjustment of DDM4-230 to the DS250 drill stand always unplug
the tool

The DDM4-230 drilling machine can only be used on a drill stand. It should never be used
in hand held applications. It has been designed to fit the Marcrist DS250 Drill Stand. This
should be by means of a Quick Release Precision Motor Mount DS250 available separately
from Marcrist (part no. 7800.200.002) or a motor fixing plate for the DDM4 (available
with DS250 drill stand)

Also refer to the DS250 drill stand manual

Fixing the Quick Release Motor Mount to the DS250 Drill Stand. (Fig B, C, D)

• Remove eye bolt (9) from drill stand column (10)

• Remove top jacking screw assembly (8)

• Unlock carriage by pulling & twisting carriage lock knob at the back (22)

• Raise carriage (12) on column (10) by turning crank handle (11) until it reaches
the top. Remove carriage (12) from column (10)

• Fix the Quick Release Motor mount (14) to the carriage by locating the key bar
(19) into the carriage & by using the 4 socket head screws (13).Tighten with an
Allen key
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• Fix the flat base plate component (15) of the Motor Mount to the base of the
DDM4-230 by locating the key bar (19) & by using the 4 countersunk screws (16)

• Replace the carriage (12) with the motor mount (14) back on the column (10)
replacing the top jacking screw assembly (9) & eye bolt (8).

• Use the crank handle (11) to lower the carriage (12) back into position.

• Lock carriage by pushing & twisting carriage lock knob (22)

Fixing DDM4-230 to Quick Release Motor Mount on DS250 (Fig E, F)

• Attach the DDM4-230 to the motor mount (14) by placing the angled edge of the flat
plate (15) fixed on the base of the DDM4-230 into the groove on the Motor Mount
and push the DDM4-230 forward. Secure in place by turning the handle (17) until it
locks.

Always ensure the DDM4-230 is mounted firmly & securely on the DS250 drill stand
to prevent movement.

• When drilling is completed. Disconnect power. Remove cores & accessories from
DDM4-230 using spanners provided.

• Unlock DDM4-230 from Quick Release Motor Mount by turning the handle (17) to
release

• Remove DDM4-230 safely from the drilling stand

• Keep the Motor Mount on the DS250 for next use. It is not necessary to remove this
every time drilling is completed.

Fixing the DDM4 to DS250 using Motor Fixing Plate (Fig G)

• Remove carriage (12) from column (10) as above.

• Fix the motor fixing plate (18) to the carriage by locating the key bar (19) into the
carriage. Place the 4 fixing screws (20) through the back of the carriage.

• Locate a key bar (19) into the base of the DDM4 (21)

• Locate the 4 fixing screws, motor fixing plate and carriage into the base of the
DDM4 machine (21)

• Tighten the screws with an Allen key.

• Replace the carriage (12) with the fixed DDM4 back on the column (10) replacing
the top jacking screw assembly (8) & eye bolt (9)

• Use the crank handle (11) to lower the carriage (12) & DDM4 back into position.

• Lock carriage & DDM4 by pushing & twisting carriage lock knob (22)
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Operating Instructions

Follow all safety instruction and observe any relevant regulations. Also
refer to DS250 drill stand & wet drilling accessories manual.

Work piece and working area

Always ensure that materials to be drilled are securely supported and stable and will
not move during operation. Ensure that the core drill selected is suitable for the
material being drilled.

Ensure work place and operators position are safe, tidy & organised in a way not to
hamper the drilling action. Be aware of the location of pipe work, wiring, fixture and fittings.

Ensure the DDM4-230 mounted on the DS250 drilling stand is fixed securely to the
material being drilled by means of an Anchor Kit (7800.001.001) or vacuum kit.
Both available from Marcrist. If the drilling stand is to be fixed by a vacuum grip
fixing device then this shall never be used alone for drilling in unstable positions such
as on vertical walls and on the ceiling.

Gear Selection

1. Ensure power supply is off. When selecting any gear rotate the drill spindle (1) slowly
while turning the selector (3) to the appropriate speed. This will ensure smooth
selection of gear.

2. Do not change gears when the tool is rotating and in use. Failure to follow this
instruction could result in damage to the machine.

3. See speed chart on page 16. Adjust the speed for harder / softer materials
accordingly. Lower speeds should be used for harder materials, higher speed for
softer materials

Assembly & operation

1. Prior to operation fix the DDM4-230 to the DS250 drill stand (as above) & mark the
area where the hole is to be drilled

2. Plug in machine into the appropriate power supply (6)

3. Test correct operation of RCD (4) unit before use (see above)

4. Disconnect power. For core drills with ½” BSP thread, screw ½” BSP adaptor (7)
into drill spindle (1)

5. Screw core drill with ½” BSP thread onto adaptor (7)

6. For core drills with 1 ¼” UNC thread, screw directly into drill spindle (1)
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Accessories

7. To operate the machine depress the start / stop button (2)

8. Slowly feed the core drill into the workpiece using the feed handle of the DS250

9. At the start of the drilling, apply light pressure to allow the core drill to mark a hole

10. Apply only gentle pressure during operation. Excessive force may damage the
machine or accessories and could result in a shortening of tool life.

11. Continue drilling until hole is drilled

12. Take extra care when the core drill is about to break through the surface to prevent
splintering

13. To stop drilling depress start / stop button (2).

14. Disconnect the power from the supply.

15. Remove the core from DDM4 – 230 or adaptor (1 or 7) using the spanners provided.

Drilling aids and accessories are available from Marcrist. Contact your Marcrist dealer for
more information

Always follow the manufactures guidelines when attaching accessories to the machine.
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1. Connect the 350mm long water hose (5) on DDM4 - 230 to a suitable water supply
by push fitting into a “Gardena” or “Hozelock” type fitting which is attached to a
hose pipe. The hose pipe could be typically between 5m - 20m in length.

2. Check that all connections are tightened firmly before operation.
3. Turn on water supply.
4. Turn on tap on the water hose so that a steady flow of water cools the segments on

the core.
5. The water tap on the hose (5) can be adjusted to increase or reduce the

flow of cooling water towards the core drill.

Note: If no mains water is available an 11L water pressure bottle with 2m hose and
connect coupling is available from Marcrist (part no. 7800.001.011)

Do not exceed the recommended maximum water pressure of 2 bar.

The hose (5) should always be checked that is in a satisfactory condition
before use and is not split and does not leak water. DO NOT USE IF THE
HOSE IS LEAKING WATER OR IS DAMAGED.

A minimal flow of water direct to the core segments & material helps cool the drilling
area & improve drilling performance.

Keep water away from the parts of the tool & away from persons in the
working area.

Always test the correct operation of the RCD before starting work. Never use
the tool without the DCD delivered with the machine

If the plug or supply cable needs replacing then take the DDM4 - 230 to your
nearest Marcrist Distributor.

Connection to water supply for wet drilling on drilling stands. (Fig H)

Certain very hard materials such as reinforced concrete can present problems for dry
drilling. They may cause excessive heat & consequent polishing (blunting) of the
diamond segment on the core.

This can result in poor drilling performance and can be overcome by connection of a
suitable water supply onto the hose of the DDM4 machine (5) using a “Gardena” or
“Hozelock” type fitting as shown in Figure H.
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Your Marcrist diamond-drilling machine is manufactured to the highest possible standards.
Continuous satisfactory operation depends upon the proper servicing and maintenance
of the drilling machine. If your machine needs repair take the DDM4-230 to your
nearest Marcrist dealer. Do not have your tool repaired by an unqualified person.

For your safety the machine must be serviced every time you have collected 20
vouchers (meaning you will have very extensively used the machine) or, at 18 month
intervals. The guarantee may, at the sole discretion of Marcrist, become null and void, if
the machine is not serviced every 20 cores or within 18 months (whichever is the soonest).

If replacement of the supply cable or plug is necessary, take the DDM4 - 230
to your nearest Marcrist Distributor to avoid a safety hazard.

Only replace fuse with one of the same type & appropriate rating (Max 13A)

Keep the ventilation slots clear of dust and foreign objects. Regularly clean the machine
with a damp cloth. Do not use chemicals to clean the machine.
